PROCEDURE

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 11.
The observer must be approved by the Department Director in advance.

2.
The observer will make arrangements with the Pre-Hospital Care Coordinator for scheduled observation time.

3.
A copy of the master schedule will be posted in the Emergency Department.  All scheduling will be done on the master calendar by Pre-Hospital Care Coordinator or Assistant.

4.
Identification:

a.
All observers will obtain a photo ID from Human Resources prior to first day of clinical time.  It is required by the hospital that you present the following at the time of badging:

1)
Completed post-test from Education Module.

2)
Proof of negative TB skin test performed within 12 months.

3)
Proof of any vaccination or positive titer (if applicable) required by the hospital at the time of the observation.
4)
Signed Computer Confidentiality Statement.

b.
All observers enrolled in an EMT class must pick up a name badge in Human Resources prior to the first day of clinical or vehicular time.

c.
All name badges must be returned to your instructor upon completion of vehicular and clinical time.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 15.
Observers will wear their name tags in plain view whenever they are in the hospital.

6.
Observers will be expected to conform to hospital dress code policy.  Scrubs are not to be worn during clinical experience.  Observers will introduce themselves to the ED charge nurse on arrival in the ED.

7.
Observers will remain unobtrusive and follow directions of the ED physician and the ED charge nurse.

8.
It is the patient's right to know of the presence of an observer, and to refuse being observed.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 19.
No more than one observer shall be present in the Emergency Room unless special situations arise; variances require arrangements with the Pre-Hospital Care Coordinator, the ED physician on duty, and the ED charge nurse on duty.
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
