1.
Flagstaff Medical Center is committed to projecting a positive and professional image, yet maintaining a relaxed atmosphere, for all students.  This is reflected by the student’s appearance.  The student’s self-esteem is also enhanced when appropriately dressed for clinical studies.

It is the policy of this organization to ensure compliance with all appropriate health and safety requirements and to require all students, as a condition of student status, to maintain corporate standards of personal cleanliness, good grooming, and appropriateness of dress.  All students must comply with organizational guidelines and department specific requirements.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Students are guests of the participating FMC department and will be asked to leave when they do not comply with this policy.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Basic Guidelines:
Basic guidelines of appropriate grooming and dress for students will include but are not limited to the following:

1.
A dark blue shirt with training program logo is required.  “Docker” style or dress pants are  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1required.  No denim style pants are to be worn. Clothing must be neat, clean, maintained in good repair (not faded, torn, or tattered), and fit properly.

2.
Students will observe good habits of grooming and personal hygiene at all times.

3.
Shoes must provide safe, secure footing.  Thong or open toe type shoes are considered inappropriate.

4.
Hair will be clean and neatly combed.  Hair below the level of the bottom of the collar will be tied back. Extremes in hair colors and excessive teasing are inappropriate.  Participating departments may allow for hair covers to be in place so that students may maintain their personal appearance preference when not in clinical situations.  The covers will be clean, neat and may not be of a see through style.  The covers will be approved by the ED Director or a designee.

5.
Beards, mustaches, and side burns will be kept neatly trimmed close to the face.

6.
Jewelry that creates an image contrary to a professional work environment will not be permitted.  Guidelines for jewelry will include but are not limited to the following:

a.
Dangling earrings are not allowed. Plugs must be worn in lieu of eyelets and tunnels.
b.
Subdermal decorative implants, such as nylon balls or rods, not covered by the uniform clothing are inappropriate.

c.
Facial piercing, other than as described in 6. a., are not appropriate.  Any jewelry associated with facial or tongue piercing must be removed while in clinical studies.

7.
Wearing of excessive artificial fragrance is inappropriate.  Many patients may be allergic to fragrances.

8.
Personal Identification Badges are to be worn and visible at all times while in clinical studies.

9.
Students following patients into the OR may be allowed to wear scrubs in order to view surgeries.
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
